Springdale Board of Health Meeting
January 8, 2015

Mayor Webster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Mayor Webster suggested an introduction for Christie Guzman.  The Health Commissioner introduced Christie as well as stating that the selection of the permanent replacement was in progress.
In attendance were Scott Garrison, Rita Hart, Jean Hicks, Lynn Jones, George Kellner, Dr. Kevin Ketring, Cammie Mitrione, Jim Squires, and Mayor Doyle Webster.  Dr. Webb had informed the Health Commissioner that he would be unable to attend due to being out of town.   

The minutes from December 2014 were approved. 
City Council Report 

Mr. Squires reported the approval of the Annual Budget at the City Council meeting on January 7, 2015.  He also discussed the legislation approved at that meeting; Ordinance No. 1-2015 adopting the Annual Appropriations/ estimated receipts for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2015, Resolution No. R1-2015 authorizing the investment of Municipal funds, and Resolution No. R2-2015 requesting advance payment from the County Auditor. 
Unfinished Business 

The Mayor announced that Rita Hart and Dr. Kevin Ketring have agreed to serve another two years on BOH and this was voted on and passed at the last December Council meeting. 
2015 Public Pool/Spa Fee – Second Reading.  The third reading and Public Hearing will be at the next BOH meeting on February 12, 2015.   The letters notifying the Pool Operators of this were sent out the week of January 5, 2015.
2014 SOS “Adopt a family” Project Summary reviewed (see attachment).  Mayor Webster thanked all BOH members for contributing to the success of the SOS Project.   
The article about the closure of the Sharonville Health Department was discussed.  Enough votes have been collected to put on issue on the ballot.  The signatures are in the process of being verified before it is filed.  It was noted that the clinics at the Princeton schools are limited to students and their families, not the general public.  The Annual Children’s Health Fair was discussed as well, since it has been held in the past with the collaboration of the Sharonville Health Department.  The question as to the cost of the bussing was brought up since Sharonville was the one who paid for that.  
New Business

The Health Commissioner reviewed the BOH Member Guide Review, which had been distributed as part of the BOH packet.  The Health Commissioner thanked Board Members for providing their CEU documentation.
The Health Commissioner reported a new effort that was initiated by the Springdale Police Department the week of January 5th called Quality of Life.  In this meeting, the various City departments will gather to discuss different issues affecting citizens and businesses and improving the quality of life.
Health Commissioner’s Report

The Health Commissioner gave an update on Food Operations:  Tortilleria Garcia is adding seating and Hooter’s is undergoing a bar remodel.  There is interest in the old O’Cha’s location.  The Panda Wok owners have hired a new designer/architect.  Raising Cain is going to go into the space of the old Don Pablo’s location.  The Mayor mentioned that the Outback and Chipotle is relocating to an outlot at Tri-County Mall. 
There is a new Micro Market going into GE at 199 Container Place.  Happy’s Pizza remains under surveillance by the Health Department, who provided on-site ServSafe training in December.  
The Health Commissioner mentioned that the Extended Stay on Chesterdale has been taken over by a sister/parent company and it is now called Crosslands.  It was reported that four of the six motel/hotels have submitted their applications for and received their licenses.  The two outstanding applications/licenses are the two Extended Stays.  Dr. Ketring asked about the frequency of the hotel inspections.  The Health Commissioner stated that it was annually but complaints are investigated as soon as they are reported and inspection frequency may be increased if the conditions found during the annual inspection indicate that additional inspections are warranted.  Howard Johnson is due for a reinspection.  There were three motel inspection reports included in the BOH packet. 

There were five Public Health Complaints, including three housing complaints, one bedbug complaint, and one report of a possible new tattoo business in Springdale.  
Public Health Nurse’s Report

INFLUENZA- Influenza activity in Ohio is Widespread as it is in the majority of the nation.  Confirmed hospitalizations with + influenza diagnosis have increased 76% since mid-December.  Two influenza associated pediatric deaths have been reported in Ohio.

2014-15 Influenza A H3N2 virus characterization by CDC shows that ONLY 30% of the 209 H3N2 viruses tested have been characterized as A/Texas/50/2012-like which is the component in the 2014 -15 Northern Hemisphere influenza vaccine. Of the persons who have contracted the flu illness, those who received the vaccine are reportedly less ill than those who did not get their annual flu vaccination.  Information was provided in the board packet.

EBOLA – Screening of travelers from Guinea, Liberia, Sierra Leone continues both before passengers are allowed to board the planes and for 21 days after they arrive in the U.S.  No citizens in the city of Springdale are being monitored at this time. 

There are currently 21 travelers being monitored in Ohio. A total of 109 travelers in Ohio are no longer being monitored, as their 21 days are finished.  The number of Ebola cases and deaths continues to climb.  As of 1/04/2015 the total case count worldwide is 20,747(as September 23 there are 6574), the total deaths is now 8,235(in September it was 3091).  WHO reports that these numbers may be incorrect since there are many unreported cases.

PERTUSSIS – In Springdale, one 6 year old child who has had all of the recommended Dtap vaccinations has tested positive for Pertussis. Symptoms included a cough and congestion. The child is being treated with Zithromycin for 5 days. The siblings are also being treated to prevent spread. All have been immunized according to recommendations. The school nurses have been notified.  CDC reports that Pertussis in infants can be prevented by having the mother receive a Tdap during 27 – 36 weeks of pregnancy. Prevention is also helped by making sure that all persons around the infant are up to date on vaccinations.

NEW VIRUS 

In your packet is information about a newly identified virus called Bourbon Virus. Many questions remain – is it tick borne? How prevalent is the virus? Are there mild cases and deadly cases? Public Health and CDC will attempt to answer these questions.

HEALTHY U DIABETES SELF MANAGEMENT PROGRAM 

Next workshop is scheduled for Thursdays, February 19 – March 26th at Community Center from 1- 3:30.  City of Springdale Health Department received a check from Council on Aging of SW Ohio for $1,800 for the Healthy U Diabetes Workshop that I facilitated from Sept 25 – October 30, 2014. It is not known yet whether this grant money will be available for future workshops. 

LEGO LEAGUE – Students from Princeton School’s Lego League named “The Unpredictables” sent Jean a thank you for her assistance with the research for their project  S.E.E.D. (Seizure Episode Education Device) . They have advanced to the second level of competition in the Lego League Exercises.  The Mayor mentioned that they had requested to come back to City Council.  The BOH members expressed interest in seeing the presentation. The Mayor promised they would be notified when the date was determined.   
Meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m.; the next meeting will be February 12, 2015.
