March 10, 2016
Mayor Webster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Minutes of the February 11, 2016 Board of Health Meeting – Minutes of the February 11th, 2016 Board of Health (BOH) meeting were considered.  Dr. Ketring made a motion to approve the minutes and Mrs. Jones seconded the motion.  With a unanimous “aye” vote, the minutes were approved as published. 

City Council Report

Mrs. Emerson reported on the February 17th, 2016 City Council meeting and highlighted the Reading of Ordinance No. 4-2016, adopting the new Zoning Code and discussed the two proposed changes to the Zoning Code – increasing the hours from 72 hours to 96 hours per month for the parking of recreational vehicles and the specification of what types of commercial vehicles would be permitted to park in residential driveways.

Mrs. Emerson reported that the Public Hearing for Ordinance No. 4-2016 was held at the March 2, 2016 City Council Meeting.  The Ordinance, including the two Amendments discussed above, was approved.  The Lion’s Club is holding a Pancake Breakfast on March 19th at the Community Center, all you can eat IHOP pancakes for $6.00.

Mrs. Emerson announced that the Assistant City Administrator, Mr. Jerry Thamann, would be retiring at the end of the year.  

Mayor Webster announced that the Requests for Proposals for the demolition of the old Sheraton Hotel had been made available on March 7th and there were numerous contractors interested, not only locally but also as far away as Chicago.  Bid opening will be held on April 4th.  

Old Business






Mr. Clayton informed the BOH that an article specifying vaccination requirements discussed at the February BOH meeting had been submitted for the next City of Springdale newsletter, due out in April and that it would also be on the City of Springdale Facebook page.  The hope is this will increase awareness and preparedness for the upcoming school year.

New Business





Mr. Squires brought up the need to nominate a new President of the Board of Health since George Kellner has retired.  There was discussion among the BOH and Mr. Squires nominated Mrs. Jones.  Dr. Ketring seconded the motion and the Board unanimously approved Mrs. Jones as President.

Under Nuisances, Animal Bites, and Food Illnesses, Mr. Clayton provided a summary of complaints since the last meeting.  There was a complaint of mold and a water leak at an office complex; however, there were no findings.  There was a complaint of a food-borne illness at Costco.  Mr. Clayton inspected and discovered only very minor findings.  He stated that Costco has an exceptional operation.  Mrs. Hicks added that there are a lot of diarrheal illnesses going around.  There was a complaint at the Willows involving a slew of issues including unsafe conditions due to hoarding and related to an eviction action.  Ultimately, the Springdale Police Department and 241-Kids were involved as well.

Food Service Operations (FSO) – Chipotle located on one of the Tri-County Mall out lots began operations March 9th.  Chipotle has suffered another round of Noro-virus illness; however, it is not in Ohio.  The Springdale HD has received plans for the Outback being constructed in another one of the Tri-County Mall out lots.

Large Print/Braille Menu Initiative – When the Springdale HD sent out their notices for Food Service Operations License Renewals in January, they included a letter from the Health Commissioner concerning an initiative for FSOs to make large print/Braille menus available.  The Springdale HD has since received commitments from a small number of FSOs in Springdale that they plan to add this option for their customers.  Mr. Clayton is investigating acquiring funding dollars to assist these FSOs with this initiative.

ServSafe – Mr. Clayton reported that he and Ella Jergens, Registered Sanitarian, had been recertified as ServSafe instructors.  There was a three-hour Person in Charge Class held on March 3rd.  There is a two-day class scheduled for March 28-29 at the Springdale Community Center.  Mr. Clayton discussed that a new Ohio Department of Health (ODH) requirement, that took effect March 1st, will increase participation in the ServSafe classes because it requires one person on every shift be Level 2-trained.  This will hopefully result in better trained staff and consequently, improved food operations.

The ODH held free food safety training for approximately 40 southwestern Ohio Environmental Health Professionals from ten local health departments on March 9th and 10th at the Springdale Community Center.  This training provided 11 ½ - 12 continuing education units (CEUs).  The Springdale HD hosted this event and received a lot of compliments concerning the event specifically and the City of Springdale in general.

Willows Work Group (WWG) – The Springdale Health Department will hold a Willows Work Group meeting on March 11th to discuss recent public health and safety concerns at the Willows Apartments (agenda included in BOH packet).  The minutes from the last WWG were also included in the BOH packet.  Several City of Springdale departments participate in these meetings as well as external stakeholders such as Su Casa, Housing Opportunities Made Equal (HOME), and Interfaith Workers Center as well as a Willows resident.  Dr. Ketring questioned that no one from the Willows management was on the attendee list.  Mr. Clayton explained that a variety of circumstances precluded attendance by Willows representatives (new office manager and the transitioning of Maintenance Managers) but that he has been reassured that they would be present at the next meeting (March 11th).  Planning continues for the Block Party to be held at Chamberlain Park on May 7th.

Pool and Spa Program – At the February BOH meeting, Mr. Clayton had presented the “Swimming Pool and Spa Program Administrative Policy” and the BOH voted to accept the policy.  The Springdale Law Director, Mr. Jeff Forbes, has reviewed this policy and has given his approval of the policy. The policy will be included in the mailings when the pool license renewal notices are sent out.  There was discussion that, for any pool whose license is revoked, the operator would have to start all over with the licensing process, including review by the ODH. 

The third and final reading and Public Hearing of Regulation R1-2016, establishing fees for Public Swimming Pools, Public Spas, and Special Use Pools, was held.  Mr. Squires made a motion to approve the regulation, Dr. Ketring seconded the motion, and the motion passed with a unanimous vote.  Mr. Clayton recommended that the Board keep the same pool licensing fees as last year and a first reading of Regulation R1-2016, which would approve these fees, was held.  (The Cost-Benefit Analysis regarding these fees was discussed at the January BOH meeting.)  
Springdale Nuisance Abatement Program (SNAP) – A SNAP meeting was held on March 4th; however, no meeting minutes were available at the time of the BOH meeting.  Representatives from several City of Springdale departments are participating.  SNAP seeks to increase health, safety, and economic vitality at the hotels/motels located in Springdale.  Mr. Squires asked if the owners have been cooperative.  At this this time, the program is still under development but the owners will be asked to participate in the future.   There was discussion about a minimum standard of cleanliness that hotels/motels should be held to.  Mr. Clayton noted that the hotels/motels in this area tend to be compliant as long as the cost is not significant.  Mrs. Hart asked that, since most are franchise operations, how Springdale could determine what expectations they have from corporate.  Mr. Garrison asked Dr. Ketring how often franchises are inspected by corporate.  Dr. Ketring stated that his operations get inspected quarterly by corporate and monthly by the area developer, equating to 16 times per year.  Mayor Webster asked Mr. Clayton to research how often the hotels/motels’ get inspected by their corporations.  The agenda for the March 4th meeting and the meeting minutes from the February 5th meeting were included in the BOH packets. 
Springdale Health Department 2015 Annual Report – Mr. Clayton had distributed the Springdale Health Department 2015 Annual Report at the February BOH meeting for BOH review.  The report was well received.  There was discussion on how to promote awareness of all of the services the Springdale Health Department provides.

Public Health Accreditation Board (PHAB) – Mr. Clayton, Mrs. Hicks, Mrs. Jergens, and Dr. Modi met with the PHAB consultant on March 3, 2016.  Items of discussion included the efforts to complete the Springdale-specific Community Health Assessment (CHA) and progress on the Strategic Plan.  The next meeting is scheduled for April 4th to review the CHA and Mr. Clayton expected the Strategic Plan to be completed in April or May, at which point the Community Health Improvement Plan will be developed.  The Springdale Health Department requested health data from Bethesda North and Mercy Hospitals.  Mr. Clayton noted that Mrs. Hicks and our student intern Dr. Modi had been very helpful in getting data from the Springdale Fire and Police Departments for use in the development of the PHAB deliverables.  Mr. Clayton reported that he had suggested at a SWOPHR ESC meeting that ODH make funding available for accreditation.  Dr. Hodges, the Director of ODH indicated that is currently being pursued at the February AOHC Meeting in Springfield, Ohio.  Mr. Clayton maintained that the current schedule has the application being submitted, ahead of schedule, probably before 2018, with accreditation by 2020.  He also discussed the Ohio Profile and Performance Database (OPPD) tool in the Ohio Department of Health Gateway website.  Mr. Clayton indicated he feels the OPPD will serve as a helpful tool in the accreditation process.
Public Health Emergency Preparedness (PHEP) – The SHD plans to participate in the regional Ebola tabletop and functional exercises in the spring.  The deliverables for the PHEP, City Readiness Initiative, and Ebola grants continue to get completed in a timely manner.  Mr. Clayton advised that the Springdale HD will be able to submit and invoice for their PHEP efforts to Hamilton County, so money will be coming in for that.

Western Kentucky University (WKU) Masters of Public Health (MPH) Student Internship Program – Dr. Parth Modi continues his WKU MPH internship with the Health Department.  Dr. Modi is working on the PHAB Accreditation pre-requisites as well as updating Springdale Emergency Preparedness information.

Center for Disease Control (CDC) Public Health Associate (PHA) – Mr. Clayton announced that, unfortunately, the Springdale HD did not get chosen as a CDC Public Health Associate Program Host Site.  The request was likely denied because of the small size of the Springdale Health Department.

Southwest Ohio Public Health Region (SWOPHR) Mutual Aid Agreement – Mr. Clayton advised the BOH that the SWOPHR Mutual Aid Agreement had been renewed on March 9, 2016.  This agreement calls for signatories “to provide mutual assistance and mutual exchange of public health support” in the event of public health emergencies.  The signatories include eight southwest Ohio counties as well as the Cities of Springdale, Cincinnati, Middletown, Hamilton, and Norwood.

Prescription Drug Drop Box Program – Mr. Clayton announced that the City of Springdale Prescription Drug Drop Box Program would likely be operational in April, according to Chief Mathis of the Springdale Police Department.  Mrs. Hart had initiated the issue in January of what options Springdale residents had if they had the need to dispose of prescription drugs.  Mr. Clayton began evaluating the need of the community and investigating potential solutions and procedural and legal considerations.  Mr. Clayton presented his findings to City Administration and the Police Department.  There is the need for dual control and a chain of custody regimen as well as the drop box had to meet certain specifications and be bolted down.  Because of these requirements, the drop box will be located at the Police Department and will subsequently be under the purview of the Police Department.  The drugs will be taken to a foundry for burning.  There are two foundries – one in Middletown and one in Lockland.  The City will still participate in the DEA’s semi-annual drug take back program, which will provide a reduction in the volume of products to be disposed of.

Ebola Update – Sierra Leone will end the 42-day watch for new cases on March 17 (hand out provided in BOH packet).  The virus is still being found in body fluids such (e.g., breast milk, semen).  Sierra Leone, Guinea, and Liberia are attempting to rebuild their medical infrastructure since many healthcare providers were lost in the battle against Ebola.  Work continues on a vaccine.  
ZIKA VIRUS – The CDC has issued travel advisories concerning the Zika virus (handout included in BOH packet).  This includes women who are expecting or may become pregnant to avoid travel to Zika-infected areas and to protect themselves against mosquito bites as well as men, who can carry the virus in their semen.  Being infected with the Zika can result in micro encephalopathy and miscarriages.  
INFLUENZA – Mrs.  Hicks reported that influenza-like illnesses have increased in areas of the U.S. (Map included in BOH packet.)  The incident rate in Ohio was low until the first week of March when there were 203 new flu cases, compared to 93 the week prior.

Children’s Health Fair – Mrs. Hicks noted that the Children’s Health Fair is scheduled for Friday, May 13th at the Community Center and invited BOH members to attend and/or volunteer.  This popular event allows over 500 third-grade students in the Princeton School District the opportunity to visit over 20 learning centers where various health and safety topics are presented. 
Healthy U Diabetes Workshop – The six-week long free program will be offered May 12 – June 16th from 9:30 – noon.  The program will be advertised in the Springdale newsletter, the website, and Facebook as well as on the Council on Aging (COA) website. The COA representative said that PERS retirees have been notified of the program, encouraged to attend, and referred to the COA website for dates and times.
Tristate Medical Reserve Corp – There is a Tristate Medical Reserve Corp summit on Saturday, April 9, in Erlanger, Kentucky.  The summit covers topics such as emergency response and planning in the Southwest Ohio region as well as many more, including CPR training.  (Flyer included in BOH topic.) 
Latino Coalition of Southwest Ohio – There will be an Information Event regarding Immigration and Naturalization on Saturday, March 12 at the Healing Center (handout included in BOH packet.)  Planning continues for the Annual Latino Expo, which is held in the fall.

Board of Health Discussion

There was BOH discussion concerning Naloxone.  Mr. Garrison relayed the story of someone going in to a pharmacy to get some Narcan for an acquaintance that had overdosed but when the pharmacy was not able to provide it, the individual left the victim at the pharmacy.  Mr. Garrison stated a lot of paperwork is necessary and a protocol needs to be in place before pharmacies will be able to offer it without a prescription (e.g., as is such for flu vaccines).  There was additional discussion as to the price and how many doses are generally required.  Mrs. Hicks stated they are generally $45-$50 per the website.  It is often necessary to administer more than one dose.  Walgreens is offering Naloxone without prescription now and CVS is planning to offer Naloxone without prescription by the end of this month according to their websites. 
The next meeting will be Thursday, April 14 at 7:00 p.m.  The Board of Health adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
