September 10, 2015

Mayor Webster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

There were also one City of Springdale resident in attendance, Mrs. Gamble, and two Xavier University nursing students observing who will be performing a Community Assessment on the City of Springdale (school assignment).

Minutes from May 14, 2015 – Dr. Ketring moved to approve the minutes; Mrs. Jones seconded.  The minutes of the May 14th, 2015 Board of Health meeting were approved as submitted.    
City Council Report

Mr. Squires provided a summary report of the last City Council meeting and gave an update on passed legislation at that meeting:  adoption of the 2015 S-16 Supplement to the Code of Ordinances of the City of Springdale, an Ordinance for the 2015 Street Improvement Program, and a Resolution authorizing the City Administrator to file an application with the Ohio Public Works Commission for Local Transportation Improvement Program funds and/or State Capital Improvement Program funds for the Jake Sweeney Improvement Project.
The Tri-County Commerce Park project was also summarized.  Vandercar Holdings has proposed to develop the GEEAA Park and had been before the Planning Commission (PC) for a few months before the PC voted nonapproval of the project.  It then went to City Council, who upheld the denial, particularly since Vandercar presented a modified plan that had not been before the PC.  Finally at the September 8th, 2015 Planning Commission meeting, the modified plan was approved.  Vandercar must still go to City Council on September 16th for final approval to go forward with the project.    
Mayor Webster discussed that Mr. Lawrence Hawkins had resigned from City Council at the September 2nd meeting.  He had to resign due to moving from his district, District 1, but will be running for an at large Council seat

Mr. Squires also advocated for annual flu shots.

Old Business

Mayor Webster introduced the new Health Commissioner, Matt Clayton.  Mr. Clayton has been a Registered Sanitarian since 1999 and came to Springdale from the City of Cincinnati Health Department, where he was also a Health Educator/Trainer.  Prior to that, he was with the Hamilton County Health District.  Mr. Clayton graduated with a Bachelor of Science in Environmental Science with a minor in Business Administration in 1993 from the University of Alabama-Birmingham.  Mr. Clayton was an Environmental Chemist and involved with Quality Assurance from 1993-1999.  Mr. Clayton has been a resident of Cincinnati since 1998.  Mr. Clayton indicated how impressed he has been with the City of Springdale and staff since starting in August.  
New Business

Mr. Squires announced that he would be resigning in November after sixteen years of service.  Mr. Squires said that he was very pleased and proud to have worked with the Board of Health and how much he appreciated its’ professionalism.

Mayor Webster introduced a Springdale resident in attendance, Ms. Gamble, who had attended a City Council meeting with numerous health, safety, and housing issues.  Mr. Squires had at that time invited her to attend a BOH meeting.  Ms. Gamble stated she was pleased with actions taken thus far by the City, (e.g., Health Department had issued Orders to the Willows management; rehab work consequently in progress). 

Health Commissioner’s Report




              Matt Clayton
Mr. Clayton announced that the Cost Methodology for the Food Service Operation/Retail Food Establishment (FSO/RFE) Program is being finalized and that the First Reading will be next month.  He reviewed the spreadsheet (handout) which showed past, current, and proposed fees of not only Springdale but also that of neighboring Public Health Departments (Cincinnati, Hamilton County, Norwood) as well.  Mr. Clayton explained why he chose Cost Methodology 2 and how it is more beneficial to the City.  For Temporary, Mobile, and Vending Licenses, Mr. Clayton recommended a small increase of 2% rather than the amount calculated by the methodology method.  Dr. Ketring made a motion to adopt the fees proposed by Mr. Clayton; Mrs. Jones seconded.  With a vote of 4 – 0, this motion was approved.
Mr. Clayton and Board Members discussed the following activity in the FSO/RFE arena:  Raising Cane’s and Mariscos Lindo Nayarit are now open for business; Noodles and Company and Waffle House will be opening soon, and Ena’s Jerkmania is closing their retail store but will be maintaining their site as a commissary.

Community events will be held the next two weekends and both will have temporary food establishments operating that will need to be inspected by the Health Department.  The events are the Junior Olympics on September 12th and the ComeUnity Bash on September 19th. 

Permanent Makeup by Lynn, Spa and School has moved from Wimbleton Shopping Plaza to Sheraton Lane.  The operation was inspected and approved by the Health Department.

Mr. Clayton mentioned the ServSafe Manager Certification Course being held October 19th and 20th.  Both he and our other Registered Sanitarian, Ella Jergens, are certified ServSafe instructors.

Mr. Clayton is working on the application for the Ohio Healthy Community Award.  Springdale received an Ohio Healthy Community Silver Award in 2014.  This year’s application includes information on a number of initiatives not previously included (Active Aging Week, May Walk, Teen Fit, Junior Olympics, and Family Mud Quest) as well as highlighting continued success with our Healthy U Diabetes Workshops, our immunization clinics and Annual Health Fair.  Mr. Clayton is shooting for and anticipating the Gold Award for 2015.

There is required Health Commissioner/Medical Director training in late September that Dr. Webb and Mr. Clayton will be attending; it includes a full-day seminar on accreditation.
Mr. Clayton handed out and briefly discussed the PHEP grant budget, which, for Fiscal Year 2015-2016, is $3185.72 for the involvement of the Health Commissioner, Nursing Director, and Environmental Health Director (Ella Jergens).

Since the Board of Health had been in summer recess, approximately 50 reports of Nuisances, Animal Bites, and Food Illnesses were closed (handouts), including five animal bites (all quarantined, all received vaccinations, all successfully closed).  The remainder of the complaints included bedbugs, housing maintenance issues, pools, food, mold, air conditioning, and foul odors.   There were also two school inspections done in this time period (Springdale and Heritage Hill Elementary Schools). 
There was additional discussion about other activities going on in Springdale, such as the SAS store closed and that site is becoming a Thorntons, the movement of Chipotle in one of the Tri-County Mall’s out lots along with Men’s Warehouse and Starbucks, and another out lot is going to hold the new Outback.  It was announced that Dillard’s Outlet is leaving the Mall.  Mayor Webster reminded everyone that Springdale is getting a new 63,000 s.f. grocery store in Cassinnelli Square next to Home Emporium.
In closing, Mr. Clayton mentioned how the other Health Department Registered Sanitarian was showing him around Springdale when they drove past the Indulge VSP Lounge where Ms. Rogers of Mahogany’s has taken over the food operation.  They were cooking outside on a portable grill without appropriate licensing.  It was noted that this facility has an operating kitchen; however, they are wanting to cook outside due to their method of cooking (smoking).  Mr. Clayton reported that they were granted a 10-day temporary license on September 4th as a “band aid” until they can go through Planning Commission and they will have to go through a food operation Plan Review by the Health Department.  Up to ten 10-day temporary licenses can be given.  This is ten operating days, not ten calendar days.  If they want to continue, they will have to have a shelter as well as portable sink and meet other Ohio Department of Health criteria.  Initially Dr. Ketring made a motion to not grant another temporary license because they do need to go through the same process as other FSO/RFE operations.  After additional discussion by all Board of Health members, Mrs. Hart made a motion that, if they were operating under the parameters set forth by the Springdale Health Department, they could have one more temporary license issued to give them time to do what they need to do for long-term operation (prepare for going before the Planning Commission, and undergoing Plan Review as well as meeting SDH requirements; however, if they were not in compliance, no more temporary licenses would be issued.   Dr. Ketring withdrew his motion and the BOH voted unanimously for the motion set forth by Mrs. Hart.  Mr. Clayton will meet with the Mahogany’s/Indulge owners/operators, Mr. Meadows, in the upcoming week and provide the path forward.    
Public Health Nurse’s Report



     
          Mrs. Hicks, RN

Mrs. Hicks gave an update on the Ebola.  There are no cases of Ebola at the present time outside of Sierra Leone and Guinea, which are seeing new cases weekly but at a much lower pace than usual.  Liberia is now classified “free of Ebola transmission”.  Locally, 52 travelers are being monitored in Ohio.  Mrs. Hicks also provided the CDC Ebola Weekly Monitoring Report.

Mrs. Hicks provided information on the upcoming Latino Expo, which is scheduled for September 20, 2015 at the Vineyard’s Healing Center (handout).  The primary purpose of the Expo is to educate – there will be information sessions and booths about services available in the community.  The Expo includes a Health Fair which Mrs. Hicks organized.  There are many different stations including, but not limited to: flu vaccinations, glucose screenings, cholesterol and blood pressure checks, and mammograms.  This event is free.
Mrs. Hicks provided information on the Springdale Annual Health Fair (handout), which will be held on October 13th at the Springdale Community Center along with the Business Fair.  Flu vaccinations will be offered as well as blood pressure checks and BMI measurements.
Mrs. Hicks provided information on the upcoming Diabetes Workshop (handout), which she co-leads.  It will run from September 24 through October 29.  It is free and has been proven to save money and improve the quality of life for the participants.
Mrs. Hicks gave a follow-up from the Children’s Health Fair (handout), which was held on May 15th.  About 536 third grade students from the Princeton School District enjoyed the program which included approximately 20 learning stations.  Favorable comments are always received from this popular event.  Next year’s Children’s Health Fair is scheduled for May 13, 2016.
Mrs. Hicks also gave an update on the Healthy Women, Healthy Lives Health Fair which was held June 6. There were approximately 150 women who received free health screening tests including blood pressures, cholesterol, BMI, glucose, and osteoporosis.  Results were then reviewed with a healthcare professional.

Mrs. Hicks provided handouts of proposed Amendments to the State of Ohio Constitution.  These ballot issues, Issues 2 and 3, both deal with the legalization of marijuana.  Issue 3 would include, but is not limited to: “permitting the sale of recreational marijuana and endowing exclusive rights for commercial marijuana growth, cultivation, and extraction to self-designated landowners who own ten predetermined parcels of land” in specified Ohio counties.  Issue 2, if passed, would “prohibit an amendment that would grant a monopoly, oligopoly, or cartel, specify or determine a tax rate, or confer a commercial interest, right, or license to any person or nonpublic entity” (which would occur if Issue 3 passes).  Mrs. Hicks also distributed an article from the Cincinnati Business Courier describing state-wide largely medical community opposition to the legalization of marijuana, led by one of the top pediatric hospitals in the country, our local Cincinnati Children’s Hospital and Medical Center.  The amendment would allow for licenses for over 1,000 retail stores, which would be under the jurisdiction of the local Health Department.  The article discussed the different groups behind the amendments (ResponsibleOhio, Ohioans Against Marijuana Monopolies).  A major argument in opposition of the legalization is that the “high personal possession limits will likely result in broad exposure of children and underage high school and college students to marijuana”.  The BOH discussed the issues and the statistics that have resulted in other states who have legalized marijuana (e.g., increased automobile accidents due to increased impaired driving).  Mr. Clayton advised that the Southwest Ohio Association of Health Commissioners voted against supporting the legalization.  Mrs. Hart mentioned that the position of the Association of Ohio Health Commissioners (AOHC) against the legalization of marijuana is consistent with the anti-smoking public health policy of the City of Springdale Board of Health.  It was noted that some of the expected revenue from the legalization was not realized because of the ability to get medical exemptions, which keeps people from having to pay the taxes on it.    
Open Discussion
Mayor Webster noted Ms. Gamble’s presence at the meeting.  Ms. Gamble is a resident at the Willows and had come to a City Council meeting due to concerns of living conditions at the Willows, where she resides.  At that time, Mr. Squires had invited Ms. Gamble to attend the Board of Health meeting since many of her issues were health and/or safety-related.  Ms. Gamble gave examples of conditions at the Willows and stated that she was pleased with the actions the City of Springdale has taken, including the Health Department’s Registered Sanitarian Ella Jergens.  The management at the Willows is taking action based on orders issued by the City of Springdale Health and Building Departments.  Work is ongoing and has included new roofing, cutting back foliage, and redoing drainage systems.  The Health Commission stated the last meeting with Willows management was on September 3rd and stated he would continue to follow-up. 

Mrs. Hart asked if there was anything new on the old Sheraton Hotel.  Mayor Webster said here was an upcoming meeting but progress has been minimal due to the owner’s stance.
Mrs. Hart noted that a lot of litter often accumulates across the street from and around D.J.’s.  This will get looked into.  
Mrs. Jones asked about other complaints about the Willows in addition to the ones Ms. Gamble expressed.  Mr. Squires noted that he is the Chairman of the Housing Committee and they are seeking to acquire data on this matter.
