Ordinance No. 1-2015

ADOPTING THE ANNUAL APPROPRIATIONS/ESTIMATED RECEIPTS FOR FISCAL YEAR ENDING DECEMBER 31, 2015

Mr. Knox made a motion to adopt; Mrs. Harlow seconded. 
Mr. Parham:  Happy New Year to everyone.  At the December 3rd, 2014 meeting, we presented the 2015 Annual Budget.  Essentially this ordinance is that information which was provided in the budget document, and tonight we are requesting that we now have authorization to move forward with the 2015 budget plan.  If you recall at the December 17th Council meeting, we also had Council adopt a temporary appropriation ordinance so that from January 1st of this year up until today, we’ve had the ability to pay bills.  They are minor bills.  Everything will begin to be at a larger scale once this is adopted.  This document also, as you see in Section 4, addresses the transfers that we have previously discussed as well as the receipts or revenues that we have identified in the annual budget document as well.

Old Business
Mr. Squires:  Just a question for the legal attorney - Mr.Forbes, what is the latest on House Bill 5?
Mr. Forbes:  The municipal income tax - it has been passed by both houses.  It has gone to the Governor.  It is finished and it is the law now.  And now it is just the matter of reviewing the final version of it and seeing what steps need to be taken. 
Mr. Squires: You have not seen anything in the final version at all? 
Mr. Forbes:  The final version is now available.  Now that the Governor has signed it, it’s available.  I have not spoken to Mr. Williams, but I have not started an in depth analysis of it because I know Mr. Williams has already been doing that. 
Mr. Parham:  As we talked about at one of the previous meetings in December, there is a committee, if you will, and I am not sure who all is on that particular committee, that has to take the final version and put it in language so that everyone understands what will then be required of the municipalities.  There were a number of things that were very ambiguous and so they decided that this committee would be put together in order to put it in lay person terms so everyone knows what we are now required to do.  Again, if we wish to continue to collect income tax/earnings tax, we will have to adopt this law and we will not be able to alter it by any means.  I believe they have until the mid part of the year in order to have that laypersons’ language prepared.  Then, I believe it goes into effect in 2016? 

Mr. Forbes:  January 1 of 2016 is when it goes into effect. 
Mayor Webster: Sounds like it’s another one of those things – pass it, then you can read it to see what is in it.  I think that is what they have done. 
Mr. Vanover:  We all know how that last one worked out.
