President of Council Mr. Vanover called Council to order on January 21, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. 

The governmental body and those in attendance recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mrs. McNear provided the Invocation.
Mrs. McNear took roll call.  Council members Diehl, Emerson, Harlow, Hawkins, Knox, Squires, and Vanover were present.
The minutes of January 7th 2015, were considered.  Mr. Squires made a motion to adopt; Mr. Knox seconded.  Minutes were approved with seven affirmative votes.

Planning Commission
Mrs. Harlow:  Planning Commission met on January 13th 2015 in these chambers, all members present. We also had fourteen people in attendance in our audience, which is something that I was thrilled to see because that means that things are moving around in Springdale. We had under New Business a revised development plan for Maple Knoll Kensington Project, they came in probably in ‘06 and got approval for some redevelopment down on that property, they were decreasing the number of units that they were going to be putting in there. They had a phase I and a phase II and because of the economic downturn, they delayed phase II for a little bit. So that was approved with a 7-0 vote.  
We also have a development plan approval for Thornton’s Gas Station at 12185 Princeton Pike, and this was approved with a 7-0 vote. This is the property that sits on the southwest corner of Crescentville and 747; it is currently a strip mall and I think it has one business left in it at this time; SAS Shoe Company. I know that one of the questions that our Committee had was, well there is a Thornton’s Gas Station on 747 that is right down the road, and so what is going to be happening. There was a little bit of concern that both gas stations could be viable in that location, and we wanted to make sure that what we developed in here was going to be viable. This would be one of their flagship stations, it is a brand new design and the gentleman said that if the other gas station had a decline in business, that they would change that out to a different company or sell it to another company but they would definitely keep the one at 12185. So we were thrilled to hear that. 
Then we had a Conditional Use approval for outside display of products at Thornton’s Gas, and this was approved with a 7-0 vote after a lot of discussion. There is a designated concrete pad that will be over to the side of the building that will be three feet by twenty-nine feet wide, and it will be painted so that they know that they cannot put any product past that. Their concern, I think, was just as great as our concern because they want to put a restaurant-like quality; clean, clean bathrooms, a place where somebody would not mind going in and getting a hot sandwich. They do not want their employees to be seen outside cleaning up an outdoor storage area, and then have people think that they are going back into the gas station and preparing food. So they are very much looking to bring forward a really quality gas station there, where it is going to be nice and clean. 
We also had a revision to the PUD Development Plan and this is at 705 Kemper Commons. This is the old Don Pablo’s, if you remember that. Raising Cane Chicken Fingers is going to be going in there and that was approved with a 7-0 vote. Now what they are going to do with that location is, they are going to demolish the current restaurant and they are going to build Raising Cane at the western side of the current parking lot, so they would like to subdivide that parcel of land. One of our concerns was that we did not want to see a concrete pad stay over there, so they would either have to take the concrete pad up during their initial construction time or they would have six months to take it up and sow it in grass. We do not want a repeat of Cassinelli Square. So we were very, very vocal about that. Then Subdivision Plat for Cassinelli Square at 11360 that came in, and again, I think this is a financial situation where they are subdividing their properties out and that was approved by a 7-0 vote. That would conclude my report unless there are any questions. 
Mr. Hawkins:  So with the Don Pablo’s property, we are looking to subdivide it. Did they say anything about what they are hoping to do with the rest of that?
Mrs. Harlow:   Yes they did, they are looking for a complimentary type, smaller, like maybe ice cream shop or a coffee shop to go in there. But, it would have to be something smaller than theirs. I do not know if any of you have been to their location, it is up in Grove City. I used to stop on my way home from the Dayton Airport a lot, very good food and Anne McBride had to be up that way prior to our meeting, so she scoped it out. She took pictures and she tested the menu, so she said they would be a nice addition to Springdale. So I am really glad to see that side being redeveloped and people coming in and making use of that.  

Mayor Webster:  How is the square footage of the Raising Cane compared to Don Pablo’s? Is it substantially less?
Mrs. Harlow:  Yes it is.
Mayor Webster: It is?

Mrs. Harlow: Yes, it is going to be, probably similar to Chick-Fil-A in size. It is going to have a drive thru and it is going to have inside service seating. 

Mayor Webster:  Then what is left over will be subdivided into another lot?
Mrs. Harlow: Yes.

Mayor Webster: Ok, thank you.

Mrs. Harlow: You are welcome.

Mr. Vanover: Mrs. Harlow, are they out of the west?

Mrs. Harlow: Raising Cane? I am not sure where their home office is. It sounds to me like the south. 

Mr. Vanover: We ate in a place that sounds like that during our last trip to Vegas, and the food was good. 

Mrs. Harlow: I do not recall, I think south.

Mr. Vanover: Down south, well that could be, Vegas is southern Nevada. Alright thank you.

Board of Zoning Appeals
Mr. Hawkins:  Board of Zoning Appeals met on January 20th 2015.  All seven members were present. We had the one matter before us at that time a new business and the owner of 584 West Kemper Road was requesting a variance to allow two single household dwellings on one lot. The variance request was from Section 153.492E, which indicates there shall not be more than one single household dwelling permitted on a Zoning lot. This residence initially had two dwellings on it and when the code changed back in 1960, they were legally Non-Conforming and allowed to have those two dwellings on it. At least by 2009, that second dwelling was no longer being lived in and used in that capacity and was eventually abandoned, I think foreclosed on and bought by this applicant from a bank. The applicant did a fantastic job rehabbing both buildings but the code indicates that he lost the legally Non-Conforming status; therefore, could not use that property for a second dwelling. So, all that being said we had a significant meeting with regard to time and had several residents come in and speak to the issue. That matter was denied with a 0-7 vote. That concludes my report unless there are any questions. 
Board of Health
Mr. Squires:  This is the report of the Board of Health Meeting of January 8th 2015. In summary, the minutes of the meeting of December 11th 2014 were approved as read and are now part of the public record. 
Under Unfinished Business, the 2015 Public Pool/ Spa Fee had the second of three required readings. These are the fees that will be charged for the licensing and inspection of the public swimming pools, public spas and special-use pools in the City of Springdale. 
Under New Business, the Health Commissioner reviewed the Board Member guidelines and responsibilities as to continuing education requirements as specified by the Ohio Association of Boards of Health. There were three facilities that received inspections and recommendations for improving health standards. These were all motels. This is not unusual Council; each Board Meeting will list some motels that require this type of service. As to nuisances, animal bites and food-borne illnesses; this meeting featured five of such. All have been properly handled. 
Under the Nurse Report, the Flu virus is widespread and is creating serious situations for a lot of people, as well as for senior citizens. It is recommended that citizens should follow the basic guidelines as to keeping healthy. Note the present vaccine is not a total protection for this mutation of the Flu virus. The free diabetes workshop will begin February 19th and will continue through March 26th. The workshops will be conducted at the Springdale Community Center. Participants are urged to register by calling the Springdale Health Department at 346-5727. In conclusion the next meeting of the Springdale Board of Health is Thursday, February 12th at 7:00p.m.

O-K-I

Mrs. Harlow:  O-K-I met on January 8th, mostly housekeeping issues. We do have a new President of O-K-I, Mr. Kevin Lynch. He is from Dearborn County, Indiana. Mr. Todd Portune is now past President. Legislative update: they talked about the Highway Transportation Bill, which you guys have heard me talk about this time and time again. That is funded through May, and our D.C. Lawmakers need to figure out funding so that we can get our infrastructure repaired. There was an Amendment No. 12 for the fiscal year 2014-2017, Transportation Improvement Program, and this is just updating the TIP, which they have to do all the time. There are road projects, one in Butler, two in Hamilton, one in Warren County, and then there is one that they added that was a Clermont Transportation Connection Project. That would conclude my report unless there are any questions. 
Mayor’s Report


Mayor Webster:  I would like to give everyone a final report on our SOS Christmas Program. We helped a total of 70 families this year with 194 kids. We started back in late November with a coat and hat drive, we provided 41 coats. I say “we”, this was primarily done in concert with the Princeton Pantry, and we provided coats for kids in need, many of those kids also received hats and gloves. Next at Thanksgiving in conjunction with the Calvary Pentecostal Church, we served 15 turkey dinners to 15 different families. Ten kids were invited to shop with a cop and nine actually showed up, each got around $100 worth of gifts. This was sponsored by Target with a $400 donation that had been given to help the program. Then 52 families sponsored or adopted families of those 70, the remaining ones were helped by SOS; they received gifts, turkeys, and a large box of non-perishable food along with presents. One local food pantry, food Ministries received the turkeys that were left over; I think that there were ten turkeys that were left over. Several new businesses got involved this year and sponsors. I think we recruited or rather received around $2370 in cash and gift cards. Additional donations were given directly to the Health Department, totaling in excess of $300. So all in all we had a great program this year again. 

Once again I would like to thank everyone, the audience, the TV, and those viewing for your participation; that is very gratifying to see the way the community opens up their hearts and most notably, their pocketbooks to help us with this endeavor, and we will be forever grateful for that. I would like to thank all of the members of the SOS and the volunteers that helped with all the wrapping, and boxing the food. That is probably one area where we want to create a greater instance next year is in the food drive, maybe a little short there, at least in some people’s opinion. So we would like to start the food drive a little sooner next year. So if you have a business in the city of the area and you can accommodate a box in your lobby or store front to collect canned goods, we certainly appreciate that. With that, that concludes my report. 
Clerk of Council/Finance Director
Mrs. McNear:  I do have financial report this evening. This is for the General Fund receipts through December 31st 2014. We had a budget based on $15.4M and we collected $16.4M; that is 106% of anticipated receipts expected. Our top five sources of income are Earnings Tax, Real Estate Tax, Local Government Funds, Estate Tax, and Paramedic Services. We collected $14.9M, which is 91% of the total receipts. For Expenditures we had a Net Expenditure Budget of $17.3M. We spent $16.6M which is 95% of the anticipated budget or expenses. The ending balance was $3.4M. Also, on the financial train of thought, it is that time of the year when we start speaking about our annual report to the Ohio Ethics Commission. I did receive an email this week, since I did file my report online this year which is very easy to do. I recommend to all the elected officials to do it online, it is very easy, it is fast. It is a lot faster and easier than doing the forms online since there is about 8-10 pages. You can go to the Ohio Ethics Commission site to file online, or you can wait another couple of weeks or so until we actually get the papers and you can file via paper. That concludes my report unless there are questions. 

Mrs. Harlow: Thank you Mrs. McNear for the reminder because that had totally slipped my mind. I appreciate that. 

Mrs. McNear: You are welcome. I will now be reminding everyone at every meeting until the middle of April when they are due because trust me you do not want to be late because they don’t give you any grace period and they will fine you if you are past due. 

Mrs. Harlow: They are not kind. 

Mrs. McNear: No, thank you. 

Administrator’s Report
Mr. Parham:  I have two items to share with you. If you recall at the September 3rd 2014 meeting, the Mayor presented a Proclamation to the Springdale Church of Nazarene as they were in the process of celebrating their 80 year anniversary as a formal congregation. You also may recall at that time Pastor Daryl Blank shared with us that they were attempting to raise about $80,000 to provide assistance to local groups.  Apparently they provide dollars and assistance to those in foreign lands but this project was focused more locally. Last week, Chief Mike Mathis of the Police Department shared with me that he had received a check from the Church of Nazarene in the amount of $1500 to make a donation to the Springdale D.A.R.E. Program. We are forever grateful for their contribution, and we thank them as they continue to move toward their 81st year. 

Second Item, we talked about the Community Development Block Grant Program in October of last year. We had the two Public Hearings, and we were expected to hear something or have some indication relative to the recommended plan by the County in December. Unfortunately, that meeting was held earlier today. The City submitted three priority projects for consideration.  Priority No. 1 was the Home Improvement Program that we have had success with over the years; Priority No. 2 was the resurfacing of the walking path around the Community Center, and Priority No. 3 was the renovation or the resurfacing of the tennis and basketball courts at the Community Center. It appears that we will not be successful with Priorities No. 2 and 3.  It looks like we will receive funding for the Home Improvement Program.  The Plan was presented to the Hamilton County Commissioners today and is expected to be adopted at their February 18th Meeting.  I just wanted to share that with you since there were questions as to when we would become aware of whether we would receive the funding or not.

Engineer’s Report
Mr. Shvegzda:  On the West Kemper Road Improvement Project, the contractor is currently working on the storm sewer installation right now, they are on the south side of Kemper Road, just to the west of Old Gate working their way westward on the installation of this area’s 24-inch storm sewer. They are anticipating the completion of the storm sewer work by end of February, weather permitting. The next significant portion of the project after the storm sewer installation is the pavement restoration, and there is a segment of that that is full depth pavement removal and replacement. During that particular portion of the work there will be a detour of the thru traffic of the Springfield Pike and Northland Boulevard. It is anticipated that the detour will be from June 8th through August 8th and that corresponds with the summer vacation for the school. That concludes my report. 
Mrs. Harlow: I do have a question for Mr. Shvegzda.  Could we go back to that detour?  Mr. Shvegzda, it is going to be from June 8th until August?  So Kemper Road is going to be shut down? 

Mr. Shvegzda: It will be, in regards to thru traffic.  Local traffic to the residents will be maintained during that time period.  Remember, we are going to have a whole section of the roadway where the pavement is going to be removed and replaced.

Mrs. Harlow: Right.

Mr. Shvegzda: So in order to expedite it, we always look at the detouring of the traffic to be the best measure to get that done. 

Mrs. Harlow: Because I know now, today, they had it down to one lane at times with flaggers helping you to get through. Okay, thank you.

         Lego League Presentation

Mayor Webster: I would like to turn it over to Jerry, since the Lego League made contact with Jerry initially.

Mr. Thamann:  Certainly, tonight we have the Springdale Lego Team with us. Ms. Eley, I told her that tonight I would introduce her and let her introduce the young men out here, but she said, “Nope, they are on their own; they are going to get up and do their own introduction, and present their program that they have submitted to the State.”. I do not want to steal any of your thunder. At the conclusion if you do not go through this I will add some things to it, but I would like to again introduce the Lego Team here from Springdale. 
Five students from the Lego League Team from Springdale introduced themselves as “The Unpredictables” to the City Council. The team includes: Sahil Shah, age 14, 9th grade, Alexander Eley, age 14, 8th grade, Josiah Scott, age 13, 8th grade, Fred Blair Stevens IV, age 11, 6th grade and Aiden Morgenroth, age 11, 6th grade; all of which attend Princeton School District, (All of them attended Springdale Elementary, which is where they first joined Lego League. When the school stopped sponsoring a team, we moved into a community team so they could continue.). The students developed a Lego-inspired product with Patent-pending status entitled “The S.E.E.D Responder” (Seizure Episode Education Device). After introductions, the students performed a skit in which one child whom actually suffers from Epilepsy reenacted an Epileptic seizure; therein, depicting that when the S.E.E.D Responder is worn by an Epileptic, the severity risk within the first five minutes is significantly reduced because the device allows an unknowing bystander to respond to the needs of that person quickly and efficiently by providing verbal instruction when the S.E.E.D. Responder button is pressed. A dog tag would be accompanied by the device to indicate that the device is on the person and to press play for instruction. With the support and aid of their parents, the students have established a Patent-pending status for the device. 
Mr. Thamann: Gentlemen before you leave the podium here; I was informed that you went to the Regional’s and also to the District. Do you want to explain to the Council and the Public what you received at the competition regarding the Regional’s and the award you won there? 

Lego League: So for the Regional competition, we went to Thunder Hawks at Lakota and we advanced to the District Tournament, so we had that slip of paper. We also won our project research award for the S.E.E.D. At District’s we did not do quite as well. We did not win any awards or move on. 

Mr. Thamann: But you did win the top award for the project at the Regional’s? 

Lego League: Yes, which was really, really good. Also, we are going to Children’s Hospital, they are interested in helping us out with this product. We were actually contacted by one of the social workers there, and also by the leader of the technology bio-clinical engineering is also interested. 
Mr. Vanover: Awesome. 

Mayor Webster: Well, I am not sure where to start but I am absolutely blown away with what you guys have come up with here. Where do you meet? At the Community Center or do you meet in the homes or what? 

Lego League: Do you know where Forest Hill Church of Christ is? It is on Kemper Road. We meet up in the balcony that is where I go to church.

Mayor Webster: Oh yes, so is this your whole club; the five of you?

Lego League: Yes

Mayor Webster: I am assuming you have some parental support here. They give you a little guidance?

Lego League: Yes, Ms. Eley, she is the one who is on a lot of the Patent information because as minors we cannot necessarily do all of that stuff. 
Mayor Webster: Well I think you young men border on being brilliant I tell you it makes you feel good to see youngsters excel like this and come up with ideas and especially saving lives, what better calling could a person have than to invent something that would help save a life. So on behalf of the City of Springdale, we are very happy to have you here, and you guys come back any time you want. Just let us know, and next time we will have a hand held microphone so that you can come across a little better on television. Keep up the good work; we are very proud of you, so thank you very much.

Lego League: Thank you.

Mrs. Harlow: As minors, I have to take my hat off to you guys. That is awesome, and to be, you said you were shut out at District, well you know something; they missed a really important opportunity to move you guys forward. The fact that Children’s Hospital contacted you, and has made an effort to get involved in your project is just unbelievable. You guys, I hope everybody in the audience and all of the people that are seeing this on TV realize how important that is, and what an accomplishment you have made, to help somebody who has seizures. I have a child with diabetes, and it is an adult child but I am still being a helicopter mom. So I can totally understand. My daughter did not get diabetes until she was an adult. So as a teenager, had she had it or as a younger person, I would have had those same concerns; you know what if something happened if she was out with her friends or whatever. What you have done is free somebody and give them the ability to go out with their friends and have a good time, and still get the help that they might need. I am just so impressed, and I hope that everybody understands that the publicity that we always see does not come anywhere close to matching what you guys are doing. We need to be hearing about you guys on the front page of all the newspapers, and Channel 12 News every night. Awesome! Congratulations. 
Mrs. McNear: I just want to say congratulations for your success. Thank you for what you have done to impact people’s lives, just their everyday life, as well as a life or death situation and you may have made that impact. So it is really impressive, the thing that you have done with the electronics, but the impact on somebody’s life is even more impressive. I was wondering if you could just tell me what your ages are.
Lego League: I am fourteen years old, I am also fourteen, I am thirteen, I am eleven, and I am eleven. 

Mrs. McNear: Alright, thank you. Very, very impressive; as a matter of fact, I have to call my adult children when I have trouble with my TV remote, so it is even more impressive the things that you have done with the electronics. Congratulations and thank you very much. 

Mr. Squires: I am blown away at this, I am somewhat at a loss for words, but I am reminded of the fact of how important this is. I had thirty-four years of experience in Public School teaching. In that length of time, I had one student with an epileptic seizure, and right in the classroom. I had nothing like this, the only thing that we had to deal with was what little training I had with it, and I can well remember that the first five minutes is very critical. I remember that as if it was told to me today. But, what you did down here was absolutely; well it brought back so many memories. It would have been nice to have had something like this.
 I am just marveled about it, I really am. Just keep it up, what you are doing… I do not really have the adjective to describe how I feel about this and what you fellows have done. So congratulations to all of you, and come again for Heaven sake, do not leave us in the dark.

Mrs. Emerson: Congratulations, as a Nurse in the Healthcare field. What you guys have done is just amazing. Do you know how long it takes to get the Patent through? Does anybody know that?
Lego League: It should take about 7-10 business days until we get all the paperwork back. This is just a provisional so we have a year, until I believe it was January 9th or 10th, and we have until then to file the full patent. Once we file the full Patent, it will probably get 
sent back to us a couple of times and we will have to re-file. We actually are working with someone that we know personally, he is a Patent Attorney. So he is helping us, he said this is probably going to be a good 10-15 year process that we will have to go through. 
Mrs. Emerson: Getting connected with Children’s Hospital is amazing. They have a lot of grants and extra money; they can get the voice out there for you guys. If you guys would please keep us updated, I am really interested. It is amazing. 

Mr. Diehl: I would just like to say guys’ congratulations. Great work that you are doing, I am really proud each and every one of you. I would like to say a special thank you to the adults that supervise this group. I know all the time and effort that you put into this group so thank you very much. 

Mr. Vanover: Again, Congratulations. This is amazing, much like Mr. Squires, I was in a continuing education class this summer and one of the guys in the class had a seizure. You do not know how helpless you can be sometimes. I know enough about what I had to do to be “dangerous”, as I say. But, that is phenomenal because the implications, this is specifically on Epilepsy, but for somebody to be out in a public venue and something like that, we have the former Fire Chief back there that did that as a profession, so it is mind boggling. There is an old saying, “out of the mouths of babes”; well, out of minds of babes have come great things. Guys, you are impressive, keep up the good work one of these days, who knows where and when; you have a whole horizon in front of you. Much like Mrs. Harlow and the others said, we hear a lot of bad news about younger people and it is just really refreshing to hear good news. It makes some of us “old-timers” feel good that we have got some good people coming in. So keep up the good work. 
Communications from the Audience
          Dan Shroyer: Not so much for Council, but for these guys as you mentioned, I spent thirty-five years in fire service and EMS service, and I am amazed. Where have we been for thirty-five years, we try to teach classes as to what to do in the first five minutes. We have a four-five minute response time, and I have heard so many times, “We didn’t know what to do”. The implications of what you guys have done, you know, I am a diabetic, I have a seizure disorder, I have this thing that could go so many directions and address that five minute window until help can get there. Like everybody else said, I spent thirty-five years in that field, in that business and I am amazed at where you guys have come. Congratulations, I hope that it works out for you. 
Lisa Stephens: I have the privilege of being one of the coaches for these young men. Freddy is my son too, so I also have the privilege of having one of my kids on this team. I just want to say thank you to all of you, knowing that they didn’t go forward at the second level this year really disheartened them a little bit and hearing from you guys as to how wonderful they have done and just getting that reassurance, as a parent and a coach I cannot tell you how much I appreciate that because they were really disheartened because they have an amazing opportunity here. Jada and I both when Children’s Hospital contacted us, we were like “ Ok guys, this is big, this is like really big”. It is hard for them to fathom how big it is, but they are meeting with Clinical Engineering, with a group of neurologists, and so I just want to say thank you for giving them this opportunity and the feedback that you have given to them because that will help sustain them and move them along to the next level, so thank you so much.
 Mr. Vanover: You are quite welcome. 

Mayor Webster: Just a post-script here, Mr. Squires and I gave the BOH an update on what we knew about your program, and some of them were going to try to make it; none of them made it, but they were just blown away and on this Board we have got, I think several nurses, a veterinarian, a pharmacist, we have people that certainly can appreciate the severity of seizures and that kind of stuff. They were blown away that a group of youngsters could come up with a device like this. I cannot wait for the next BOH for Jim and I to explain in greater detail exactly what we witnessed here tonight. Keep up the good work, and do not let a minor set back effect you, just plow ahead. Thank you.

APPOINTING DANIEL JACOBS TO THE SPRINGDALE TAX REVIEW BOARD

Mr. Squires made the nomination for Daniel Jacobs to the Springdale Tax Review Board.

Mr. Squires:  You have in front of you a resume of a nominee for the City of Springdale Tax Review Board. This nominee is Daniel Jacobs; he lives at 509 West Kemper Road. He is married, his wife is Renee Jacobs. They married in 2002, they have two children; Matty, 4th grade and Elly, 1st grade, and both attend Springdale Elementary School. He is a graduate of Miami University; B.S.E. 1999. Under Statement of Qualifications, I have summarized the things that he has sent me: 
“I have reviewed the structure and purpose of this Tax Board and feel confident that I can make a positive contribution as a citizen member. In addition to my teaching experience, I have had experience in the private sector with management; involving, hiring, scheduling, cash management, and profit and loss statements. I have had experience a sub-contractor for Art Daniels Pool Service, where I have experience in tax form preparation. I am currently employed by the Fairfield City School District as a secondary teacher of American Government at both at the college preparatory and honors level. Presently, I am in 15th year of service. As a personal note I attend many Council Meetings and do plan on being present at the Meeting of the 21st. I will be available for questions regarding this matter.”

AUTHORIZING THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR TO FILE AN APPLICATION WITH THE      OHIO DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES (ODNR) FOR RECREATIONAL TRAILS PROGRAM FUNDS FOR REPAIRS TO THE SPRINGDALE COMMUNITY CENTER WALKING PATH. 


Mr. Squires made a motion to adopt Resolution No. R4-2015; Mrs. Emerson seconded. 


Mr. Parham: I think this is rather timely after the report I provided you earlier relative to the Community Development Block Grant application.  This is a program that was brought to our attention by Mr. Shvegzda, our City Engineer, during one of our Status Review Meetings.  It occurred at a time when we were trying to find other potential sources for improving the walking path at the Community Center.  The program is a Federal program that is administered by the Ohio Department of Natural Resources.  These funds are made available for trail maintenance and reconstruction or rehabilitation projects.  The applicant must own the property or at least have a lease or easement for a minimum of 15 years in order to be eligible for the program.  Funding is on a reimbursement basis, up to 80% and then the Jurisdiction must match 20%. In my Pending Legislation Report, I identified that our application request would be at $65,000.  We have adjusted the number. If you recall for the Community Development Block Program; we budgeted $60,000 or $20,000 over the 3 year period.  We are trying to make sure that we account for any increases in cost because this may be a year or two years out, and if that is the case then at least we would have funding in place. 

So our application is for $63,000 instead of the $65,000.  There are two key parts to potentially enhance our chances: one, if your project comes in requesting under $50,000, you get five additional points and two, if your percentage is within the 70-79% then you will get an additional point.  With this amount, the grant we will apply for will be $49,800.  The City share would then be $13,200, which would allow us the opportunity to receive the six points.  Apparently, this program has been pretty competitive. Last year they awarded $1.67M and they had over $3M in applications.  Therefore, it is a competitive process and there is no assurance that we will receive these dollars but at least we will put forth the best effort. 

Finally to improve our chances, we have requested and received a letter of support from the Principal at Springdale Elementary.  We appreciate their assistance.  The reason this is before you this evening and breaking our practice of trying to have information presented to you prior to bringing it is because we have a deadline of February 1st.  With that, I am willing to answer any questions that you may have. Thank you. 
Following the discussion of this matter, Resolution No. R4-2015 passed with 7 affirmative votes.
