Planning Commission
Mrs. Harlow: Planning met last evening April 14, 2015 in these chambers all in attendance with the exception of Mr. Diehl who was out of town. On our agenda we had three tabled items. A minor modification to the PUD at Tri-County Commons, a minor modification, again,  to the PUD at Tri-County Commons; one was for a sign and one was for razor wire that was installed along the roof, again that was tabled and the third item was a new business Conditional Use Permit for Century Boulevard, a communication tower that was tabled. 
The other item of new business we had was a concept plan review for the GE Park and we had the people from Vandercar who are going to be the developers of the project. We also had people from GEEAA Park as well as residents from the condominiums and we also had three residents in attendance from the Heritage Hill subdivision; one of those being Mr. Vanover. We were very pleased with the attendance with the condominium residents but we were really hoping that more of our Heritage Hill residents would give us feedback on this project and we are still hoping for that so if you are listening to our televised Council meeting this evening we ask that you follow us and find out when the next time GE will be up for Planning Commission and please feel free to come, we do want your input. We were given an overview of the proposed plan called a concept idea. There will be nine buildings proposed. One of those buildings as big as 434,200 square feet and I think the smallest building is right in the neighborhood of 28,000 square feet. So, we talked a lot about the buffer zone for Heritage Hill, we talked about a buffer zone for the condominiums that are there, egress and ingress, traffic studies and all of these things we don’t have yet because they have not been provided. I think we have given the planner some guidelines to work within. I think our Building Department has given them some information that will be helpful in going forward. 
We do have two other concerns; we have seventeen acres for the condominiums and we want to make sure that those residents are well buffered and protected as well as our Heritage Hill subdivision. They are planning a large berm there I think over 100 feet in length, or a hundred foot buffer yard I should say, 6-8 feet high, they’re planning extensive landscaping on it. But, again we need to hear from our Heritage Hill residents as we move forward with this project. 
Mrs. Harlow (continued): There is another six acres which is owned by Keystone Senior Housing and that was approved about ten years ago for assisted living facility and nursing home, so they were here last night as well because they are a vested partner in this project and they want to start seeing some development on their six acres as well. So, we have a lot going on. The Mayor informed me today that we have eight new items on the agenda for next month, so I said as long as we had a busy agenda that meant a healthy Springdale, bring it on all we ask for is an intermission every now and then. So that would conclude my report. Oh, I’m sorry, May 12th is the next planning meeting; the Mayor wanted me to bring that up. 
Mr. Vanover: Before we move on, I just wanted to thank the Administration for getting the letters out to the residents and I also wanted to tip the hat to Mr. Darby in Planning Commission for opening that up because typically Planning is not a “Public Hearing” format so that was both welcomed and I think informative too. 
Mayor Webster: Well, our plan is to make that same mailing before every one of these meetings and so like I just told Mrs. Harlow, the next meeting is the 12th so a week or so before that those same letters will go out not only to those residents in the condos, the Heritage Hill people, but also to the Elected Officials. So, we had a very good turn out of Elected Officials at the meeting.

Mrs. Harlow: I wanted to bring that up too that way if the Elected Officials can attend those meetings, it will make our process on Planning move much smoother and I think it will also make it a lot easier when it gets to Council for their consideration.

Board of Health

Mr. Squires: I was excused from that meeting and I think the Mayor has the report for that.

Mayor Webster: We met last Thursday and all members were present. It was a fairly routine meeting. The biggest topic of conversation was the Ebola contract that has been tendered to us by the County. There is a grant of a little over $7,000 available over the next couple years if we perform certain things to get ready in case there is an Ebola outbreak. So we feel, well it’s easy for us to say we don’t have a Health Commissioner but we feel very comfortable that we can fulfill the obligations and meet all the requirements of that. The Board was a little concerned about that, they wanted us to run it past the Legal Department, which we have done and they concur that the only penalties in the contract that we would lose the funding if we don’t deliver the deliverables, if you will. So, we feel very confident that we can accomplish that. That was the most notable thing. Jerry do you got anything you want to add?
Mr. Thamann: The health nurse, a lot of the topics she talked about, she did give us an update on the influenza. Cases are going down, again, she did talk about the Ebola and those travelers that have come back to Ohio from the three countries that are affected and then also the Healthy U Diabetes Self Management Program; she has completed that and nine people went through that. So thanks to our health nurse for running that program. The other thing is they will again have the Children’s Health Fair, which will be May 15th down at our Community Center from 8-1:30p.m. Beckfield College is going to help this year instead of Cincinnati State. Cincinnati State has provided some nurses for this program but they have changed their curriculum and Beckfield has stepped up. Our nurse met with a representative from Beckfield today, we are pleased that they are going to send at least four people to the Children’s Health Fair for that so that is working out well. 
Mr. Hawkins: With regard to the grant, what kind of action would be expected from the City or the City’s Health Department with regard to the Ebola? Is this to help first responders or to have folks come here or what exactly is that involving? 

Mayor Webster: I’m going to yield to Jerry since he’s been working with the contract.

Mr. Thamann: Between myself and our health nurse, we’ve been attending meetings and a lot of these deliverables are going to be taken care of by the County as a region, so we just have to make sure that we are prepared just for our health department just to be able to meet those deliverables but, it is with first responders. It also is, how we are going to transport but the region already has a contract with UC Mobile to do that. So it is not like our EMS unit has to be the first one out, the only hospital in Ohio that will take an Ebola patient at this time is in Cleveland, so you would have to transport that person to Cleveland. So, those are the kinds of things and this grant goes through September of 2016; it is all in preparation just in case we do have an outbreak. 
Mayor Webster: For the public, if we had a case in Springdale, I mean these people are primarily identified as they come back from these countries. They are assigned a “case worker” if you will, so if someone from Springdale came back from one of these countries then they would be assigned to the Springdale Health Department and so if they start feeling ill, temperature, vomiting, so forth and so on, then they are instructed to immediately contact the Springdale Health Department. We would have to make sure our nurse is available 24/7 or somebody or a back-up to take that phone call. At that point, it is spelled out in the contract, the procedure we need to follow. 

Mr. Hawkins: It wouldn’t necessarily mean we’re treating folks or having folks come here, it is more about just being one of several, I guess in the County, to be able to take folks to the hospital in Cleveland.

Mayor Webster: No we wouldn’t have that responsibility. We would call on this UC transportation team to do that. 

Mr. Thamann: This is money that is coming from the Center for Disease Control to the State and then from the State down to the County; Hamilton County is the regional money holder for this whole Southwest Ohio area. All the health departments in Southwest Ohio have been meeting on this. They are just starting this but it is in preparation to make sure that we complete all of the deliverables. 

Mayor Webster: But if a City Council person wanted to volunteer to transport these people we would be more than happy to let…(laughing).

Mr. Hawkins: I’ll check with Mrs. Emerson. Thank you (laughing).

O-K-I
Mrs. Harlow: O-K-I met on April 9, 2015. One of the main topics that we are always talking about at O-K-I is the highway transportation funding and the lack thereof. It serves the metropolitan area for all three states and like nine counties or something, so I’ll pass this on to Administration if they would like to take a look at that. The other item on the agenda was that O-K-I has launched a new website which is www.oki.org, that was launched on the 17th and has quite a few new features included in the design as well as a guide to the Board of Directors, it highlights communications and branding initiatives as they are being implemented. 
Mrs. Harlow (continued): So that was really neat. We had an Intermodal Coordinating Committee Report and this is something that has to be done every four years for the Federal Aid Highway Funding and that would conclude my report.  
Mayor’s Report


Mayor Webster:  First and foremost, there is a Resolution on here tonight about supporting the Princeton School District, we received that late Friday after the initial agendas went out and that is why you ended up with a revision but it is sort of consistent with what was presented to us two weeks ago by Mr. Moore and Mrs. Wyder. I think in the email that was forwarded to you folks, I think there was some sample letters and so do as you want with those. They also, I guess, most of you have been contacted by someone on the Board, Princeton has a bus leaving or buses leaving at like 6:30 in the morning to go to Columbus to participate in those hearings, so I’m sure if any of you want to tag along we could probably still make arrangements for you to get on that bus. Also, I have a proclamation I would like to read regarding Arbor Day. Arbor Day is April 24th this year, and as we started the practice last year of having two Arbor Day ceremonies, one at each of our elementary schools. The one at Heritage Hill school will be at 10:15 on April 24th and the one at Springdale will be at 1:00pm, so I would like to invite all of you to come out and participate those if you’re available. So let me, at this point read the proclamation.

WHEREAS, In 1872, J. Sterling Morton proposed to the Nebraska Board of Agriculture that a special day be set aside for the planting of trees and 
WHEREAS, this holiday, called Arbor Day, was first observed with the planting of more than a million trees in Nebraska, and

WHEREAS, Arbor Day is now observed throughout the nation and the world, and 
WHEREAS, trees can reduce the erosion of our precious topsoil by wind and water, cut heating and cooling costs, moderate the temperature, clean the air, produce life-giving oxygen, and provide habitat for wildlife, and 

WHEREAS, trees are a renewable resource giving us paper, wood for our homes, fuel for our fires and countless other wood products, and 

WHEREAS, trees in our city increase property values, enhance the economic vitality of business areas, and beautify our community, and 

WHEREAS, the City of Springdale wishes to encourage it’s residents to plant and maintain trees in the City; therefore, I Doyle Webster, Mayor of the City of Springdale do hereby proclaim April 24, 2015 as Arbor Day in the City of Springdale and urge all of our citizens to support efforts to protect our trees and woodlands and to support the City’s Urban Forest Tree Program.
Moving right along, I would just like to take this opportunity to acknowledge a very nice event that we had in the city today it was our annual State of the City Address, presented jointly by the City and our Chamber of Commerce and this is Mrs. Russell’s first State of the City Address, did a marvelous job. Julie Matheny represented the Chamber and so we had a huge turnout, I think the biggest turnout we’ve ever had. I think we were turning people away as I recall so it is great we are going to take some efforts to increase the capacity for next year and hopefully the event will continue to grow. We had several of our Elected Officials there and some of our Department Directors and we appreciate everyone’s involvement and I had numerous businesses come up to me and express their thanks for us doing that, they look forward to it every year, they mark their calendar for it and urge us to continue to do that. So it has turned into to a real nice affair, much to my surprise. That concludes my report, thank you. 
Clerk of Council/Finance Director
Mrs. McNear: Our financial update through March 31st, General Fund for our budget in $16.153 million and through the end of March we had collected $4.312 million which is 27% of the anticipated budget. Our major sources of revenue are: Earnings Tax, Real Estate Tax, Paramedic Services, Local Government funds and Mayor’s Court that totals just a little over $4 million dollars. Interesting to know too, our Earning’s Tax is $3.628 of that $4 million dollars. For the expenditures, we have a net budget of $16.830 million and we have expended through the end of March $3.9 million which is 23% and our General Fund ending balance at the end of March was $3.5 million dollars and that concludes my report, thank you. 
Mr. Vanover: Council we want to add item 11A, an Executive Session for Real Estate Development.

Mrs. McNear: I would just like to suggest that maybe we make it 13A so that we can get New Business, and Meetings and Announcements on tape.

Engineer’s Report
Mr. Shvegzda:  Just a couple of items on the West Kemper Road project, as you know during the installation of the storm sewer we have been dealing with the conflicts of the sanitary laterals. At this point in time we’ve dealt with five sanitary lateral conflicts that we had to relocate the laterals. In addition, the contractor at this point, they’ve suspended their work temporarily and it is anticipated that they will resume work towards the end of this month and the anticipated completion of the storm sewer work is early June.
Mrs. Harlow: I have a couple of residents questioning why the work has been suspended. 

Mr. Shvegzda: As we understand, they needed this particular crew on another project. 

Mrs. Harlow: Not happy, at all. Our residents over there are putting up with an awful lot and I think that needs to get looked at by the Administration. I am not happy with that. It is a mess over there.

Mayor Webster: We are not happy with it either. I think that what we are looking at is to whether there are any penalties involved with the completion date and as long as they meet those completion dates, whether they take off a month and go work somewhere else I don’t think there is a whole lot we can do about that. Now if there is a penalty for not meeting the completion dates, then yeah they are doing it at their own peril. This delay here that they have self induced could end up triggering the penalties but we won’t make them come out and work.

Mrs. Harlow: Can we write it in future contracts when we are dealing with these contractors so that we can have them on the job site unless there is a specific weather related incident or a specific reason for them not being there. I feel sorry for the residents over there because they’ve got holes dug in their front yard, temporary driveways that have been patched over, their front yards are torn up; it looks terrible. To drive by there, it seems to me like an awful lot of times and you don’t see anybody out there working. I mean I think for the last two weeks there has probably not been anybody out there working. 

Mr. Shvegzda: That is correct and we can look at additional language to try to tighten up those issues but a lot of this is at the discretion of the contractor to arrange their schedule within the confines of their completion date.

Mrs. Harlow: Ok.

Mr. Hawkins: For either Mr. Forbes or Mr. Shvegzda, do you recall if it is marked in the contract that time is of the essence or that there is any penalties set out for not hitting a certain completion date? 

Mr. Forbes: I am not aware if there is a Time is of the Essence Clause in the contract but yes there is a completion date and there are penalties if it is not completed by that date. 

Mr. Hawkins: Thank you.

Mr. Knox: Mr. Shvegzda, could you describe what a lateral is for the people in the television audience?

Mr. Schvegzda: Basically, these are the connections between the homes and the sanitary sewer main, and because of the elevations that they are established at the storm sewers conflicting with some of them as they move along but, it is basically just a connection from the home’s plumbing system to the sanitary sewer. 

Mr. Knox: Having been in that field, it is very difficult to change the grade on laterals. How are they, are they going to move the storm sewer?

Mr. Schvegzda: Well the primary way they do it is basically, they come up vertically out of the sanitary sewer and then at add a specific grade to the homes, there is some latitude in that location to modify the vertical location of the sanitary sewer and both the sanitary lateral.

Mayor Webster: But, Mr. Knox, in the simplest terms the lateral is, you got your main sewer line running parallel with the road, the storm sewer and sanitary sewer, and the lines that run off to the houses are the laterals. That is in the simplest terms, grant it there are different variations and different depths and so forth and so on. It’s not all that easy to locate those but that is the laterals.

Mr. Parham: I call your attention to (City Engineer’s Report), I guess, bullet point number six where Mr. Schvegzda identified here that we’ve had to relocate five laterals. The first problem that we’ve had with the laterals was simply identifying the location where the laterals could be found.  That was the first challenge.  They were not clearly called out by MSD.  We did have MSD take a look at the plans prior to and they gave us the OK.  Then once the contractor began to dig, we began to realize that we had the conflicts and so as a result we have at this point generated about $44,000 in change order expenses.  This is because the contractor has to go out and try to dig and make sure they find them before they actually hit them.  At the same time, we’ve had to accumulate more cost with CDS because they’ve had to perform additional construction engineering on how we can redesign the main line to also help with reducing the number of conflicts.  So, at some point we will have a piece of legislation that will come before Council to authorize the cost for the change orders.  But right now, if you recall I believe it was the Crescentville and State Route 4 project where the contractor stayed away for many, many months and we were frustrated. This is very similar, but again, they have a deadline and that is the deadline they are required to hit.  Particularly, in this case, there is a sub-deadline if you will, because there is a period of time when school is out that they are able to shut down Kemper Road completely.  At that time, we will have a detour.  We are going to communicate to them if we have not already that if they miss that date because they’ve pulled their crews off, they are going to have to operate the road with traffic, and that is going to be at a higher cost, and that is going to be at their cost.  So, it is important that they recognize the necessity for getting back out here.  I think the project that they have been working on is one that also has been affected by weather, but that has nothing to do with us.  They have to figure a way of managing their resources.

Communications from the Audience
Mrs. McNear: I would like to make a comment as a citizen. I do want to thank the Police Department and the Public Works Department for the work that they did Springdale Lake Drive last week. As you all may recall we had rain upon rain upon rain, day after day after day and last Wednesday night we heard a lot of commotion out in the street and we looked outside and found there were a lot of people trying to push cars that their engines had been flooded because the street was flooded. So I called the police so they would close down the street because we didn’t want anybody else coming around that corner and having damage to their car. The police officer dug right in, he pulled out a tool and he was going to go in and he was going to go try to help open the sewer and I said, “please don’t go out there” because it was very, very deep at that point. Eventually it did get cleared out, the next morning it looked like a disaster area the mud 4-5 inches deep, our new mulch was everywhere. 
The Public Works Department was out there for hours cleaning up that mess and they’re looking into changing something so that we don’t have future floods. We have had the street flood several times, well we have been there 28 years but it has flooded probably at least a half a dozen times but this was the worst one yet. I did want to make sure that we gave a shout out to all the hard work and quick response to all the departments that came to help. Thank you.
Mr. Parham: Just to follow up with that, Mrs. McNear one of the things that we did find unfortunately, was that there was a big log that was jammed in the storm sewer.  So we are going to have that log removed and then we are going to TV (video record) the rest of the storm sewer to make sure there is nothing else further below that location.  There is some other work that is going to be necessary because we can’t have that situation repeated.

Ordinance No.4-2015
AMENDING THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF SPRINGDALE, OHIO, TO AMEND SECTIONS (A)(3)(a) AND (A)(3)(b) OF CHAPTER 153.533 OF THE SPRINGDALE ZONING CODE
Mayor Webster: I have a question for Mrs. Harlow. I am assuming this issue is going to be addressed in the rewrite of the Zoning Code?

Mrs. Harlow: No, Sir I don’t know totally off hand but Mr. Knox if you want to chime in I know that we are addressing all the signage and we just went through that at our last meeting and then we will again see that before it comes to Council.

Mayor Webster: Ok, Thank you.

Ordinance No. 5-2015
DECLARING CERTAIN CITY PROPERTY AS SURPLUS PROPERTY AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR TO DISPOSE OF SAID SURPLUS PROPERTY AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY
Mr. Parham: Council, attached to the Ordinance is the Exhibit A which is the list of those items that each of the departments have gone through and identified which they feel are no longer needed in their department.  We did have a period in which a department could claim something from another department.  I think only one item was claimed and I can’t recall what it was but there was one item claimed.  There are pretty much over 230 items that are identified on the exhibit.  They are separated by departments.  As you are aware in our normal disposal process, anything that is valued $500 or greater we have to come to Council for authorization to dispose of.  Anything valued less than $500, the Clerk of Council/Finance Director can declare those things less than $500 and we can then dispose of them.  I believe in 2013, you provided authorization for the City Administrator to determine those items of zero value can be sent to the trash and we can dispose of those and throw those away.  Well, within this list of 230 plus items, each of these categories is captured here.  There are some items that we will put on the online auction process.  We will use Govdeals.com to attempt to sell those.  We have sold an ambulance previously off of Govdeals.com and I think one or two other items and we had a little success.  In previous years, we’ve used EBay.  The other opportunity we have is there are charitable and sometimes other municipal organizations that are less fortunate than we are and we may have, for instance, replaced our tasers.  One thing I’ve said to the Police Department is that we are not going to auction off tasers to the general public.  So if there is a department that has a need for these older version tasers, we will donate those to them or for a nominal fee we will pass those on to that department. 
Then there are other items that the Department Directors have identified on the list that are simply trash.  We have a process in place for those items.  We take a photograph of them.  We keep a record of them so that if anyone is ever concerned or has a question as to what items were tossed away, we have a record to be able to show you and display those things.  With that, I will address any questions that you may have. 
Mrs. Emerson: When will those items be placed on auction? Do you have a date?

Mr. Parham: I don’t have a date.  What we can do prior to placing them online, we can notify you all and we will notify the public maybe at a Council meeting.  It is going to be a long process because you have to take photographs of the item, identify what the item is, give a description of the item, and identify the condition of the item.  Right now, I simply asked of them to go through and identify the items.  Some are ahead of the ballgame, because they have taken photographs, identified the item, and provided a description.  Others still have to go through the process. 
Mrs. Emerson: Thank you.

Mrs. Harlow: I had to chuckle when I looked at the typewriters. You might want to keep one because every now and then we would have some secretary at UC running around looking all over for a typewriter because there was some special form that could only be completed by a typewriter. So, just a thought there, but I did get a good laugh out of that.

Mr. Parham: We do have typewriters still on hand.

Mr. Hawkins: Are there any limits on how the Kevlar trunk packs can be disposed or are they free game like anything else?

Mr. Parham: The Kevlar trunk packs?

Mr. Parham: Honestly, I’m not sure what the Kevlar trunk packs are but again, there are some things that we will not make available to the general public.
