President of Council Mr. Vanover called Council to order on June 3, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.
The governmental body and those in attendance recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mrs. McNear took roll call.  Council members Diehl, Emerson, Harlow, Hawkins, Knox, Squires, and Vanover were present.
The minutes of May 20, 2015 were considered.  Mr. Squires made a motion to adopt; Mr. Knox seconded.  Minutes were approved as submitted with seven affirmative votes. 

Communications
Mrs. McNear:  We have a letter from Nathan Gordon.  He’s an Attorney At Law at 2485 East Broad Street, Columbus, Ohio.  This letter is dated May 30, 2015, addressed to Derrick Parham, City Administrator of Springdale, and it states:

“Dear Mr. Parham:  

I am an attorney practicing liquor law in Columbus.  I have had several dealings with your city including the trexing of carryout licenses for Costco quite a few years ago.
I also represent Thorntons Inc., a company with headquarters in Louisville, Kentucky with numerous locations throughout southern Ohio.  Thornton’s recently purchased property at 12175-95 Princeton Pike in Springdale and plans to build a convenience store with gas pumps.  Unfortunately there are no C1-2 permits in Springdale.  Thorntons would, therefore, like to trex a permit just like Costco did.  In this case, Thorntons will be transferring one of its own already existing permits.
Section 4303.29 of the Ohio Revised Code allows, as I assume you already know, for the transfer of permits from one jurisdiction to another jurisdiction as long as the jurisdiction where the permit is being transferred endorses the project.

I have enclosed both applications and related documents for your review and would be delighted to discuss the matter with you or anyone you designate.

Mr. Parham has been in touch with Mr. Gordon and I would like him to give an update of that conversation please.
Mr. Parham:  Thank you, Mrs. McNear.  Council, I did, as Mrs. McNear indicated, receive this letter today.  I called Mr. Gordon and left a voicemail message with him explaining that the process is not necessarily at my desk.  I informed him that he would need to come before Council, make a presentation, and share is intentions.  Then, at that point, Council would provide feedback whether they are in favor or not in favor of his request to transfer a liquor license into Springdale.  I did not hear anything back from him.  
Mrs. McNear:  That is all, thank you.

New Business
Mrs. McNear:  I do have a liquor license request.  This is from Ensonmart and this is at 11360 Princeton Pike.  The request is for D1/D2.  D1 is beer only for on premises consumption and in sealed containers for carry out, until one a.m. and D2 is wine and certain prepackaged mixed drinks for on premises consumption and in sealed containers for carryout, until one a.m.  Do we have any opposition or comments for this particular item?
Mr. Vanover:  Is this the grocery store over there at Casinelli?
Mr. Parham:  Yes.

Mr. Vanover:  Any objections?  None noted.

Mrs. McNear:  Okay, I will get the paperwork filed, thank you.

Mayor Webster:  A related issue – I think that we also will be notified that this can be a ballot issue because for Sunday sales, I think in this precinct, like Sam’s and some of these other places have had to do, I think they’ll have the same thing.  Don’t be surprised if we get a notification that it’s going to be a ballot issue, just in that one precinct.

Mr. Vanover:  And that would be …?

Mayor Webster:  It’s “E”, I think. I paid them a visit yesterday.  Man, it’s a huge place – four empty walls – I can believe it’s 48,000 s.f.; it’s a huge place.  There were two men working in there and I could hardly see them, they were so far away.  I needed my binoculars.  
Mr. Vanover:  Well, we wish them well.

Mr. Parham:  Council, I have two items.  Earlier today, the bid opening for the Boggs Lane Rehabilitation Project was held.  There were five bidders.  The lowest bid was submitted by Prus Construction.  I think we shared the information with you at one of the previous meetings that Boggs Lane is being separated, once again, from Sweeney.  The Engineer’s original estimate was $213,019.  The low bid came in $192,630 and so they came in much better than what we anticipated.  There were actually two bidders that were lower than the Engineer’s estimate.  If we consider the ability to use the House Bill 51 funding in the amount of $100,000, that means our costs will be about $92,000 for that improvement. 

Mrs. Russell, our Economic Development Director, and Mr. Agricola, our Public Works Director, have been meeting with the property owners on Boggs Lane relative to their drive aprons.  We are going to treat them very similar as we do in the residential neighborhoods, where we will actually make the improvements under the contract.  We are establishing a document that everyone will agree to prior to the work being perform that each property owner will reimburse us for the cost of their apron work.  If they fail to reimburse us within a timely manner, then the cost will be assessed on their taxes.  I think they have had maybe five or six meetings with different owners thus far; I believe there is one more meeting yet to be held. Thus far, everyone seems to be on board with making those improvements.  As a reminder, we discussed with State, that when we separate these two projects, in order to avail ourselves to the HB-51 funds, we would file a SCIP application for the Jake Sweeney improvement later on this fall.  The Jake Sweeney estimate is roughly about $900,000.  The local share would beg 51% and the SCIP share would be 49%.  If you use the $900,000 number, our share is going to be $459,000.  The budget for this year, for the combined project, was $443,000, so that is what we had programmed to spend this year.  Of course, we are not going to spend the $443,000, and that does not count the $100,000.  Instead, we are going to spend less.  As a reminder, next year we know we will have a much bigger project.

Mr. Squires:  Mr. Parham, I may have misunderstood you; I hope I did.  I thought you said Prus came in at $192,000.
Mr. Parham:  Yes.
Mr. Squires:  It says $196,000 on my notes.
Mr. Parham:  You are right – it is $196,630.  

Mr. Squires:  Okay, I didn’t want it going into the minutes incorrectly.

Mr. Parham:  I appreciate that.

Mr. Squires:  Thank you.

Mr. Parham:  I have one other item I just want to share with you.  I did receive notification from the Public Works Department that we have become aware that Duke Energy is right now engaged in a Gas Line Corrosion Prevention Program.  They have Premiere Energy Services acting as their subcontractor on this project.  Apparently, what they are doing is going in testing and checking their gas lines to determine to what degree the lines are corroded.  I guess at some point in time, they are going to come back and make replacements or repairs.  Based on the information that Mr. Agricola shared, he says they will be evaluating approximately 700 steel service lines that are within or near the City of Springdale.  As of last week, they have already had 100 calls to check for utilities prior to start digging.  Just in case Premiere Energy is in your neighborhood and you notice them, it is because of this gas line corrosion program.  I do not have any information as to when it is scheduled to start.  In fact, Mr. Agricola and Mr. Huxsoll made contact with the Duke representative they normally do business with and he was not even aware of the project.  They are going to dig further to see if we can gain more information.  That’s all I have.

Mr. Vanover:  As you speak, this evening coming in, I noticed that at two neighbors they had sprayed/marked the gas lines and one up the street had little flags and that‘s been on ongoing thing in our neighborhood because of the age of it, we’re starting to see some of that stuff break down. 

Mayor Webster:  Evidently Duke must know where these steel lines are, because if not, they’d be digging up everybody’s driveway.  These guys know exactly where they’re going to, which ones they want to check. 
Mr. Vanover:  Right, well that’s good, saves some time.

Mayor Webster:  Poor communications on Duke’s part.
