Springdale Board of Health Meeting
March 12, 2015

Mayor Webster called the meeting to order at 7:14 p.m. Mayor Webster introduced Jerry Thamann, Assistant City Administrator to the Board of Health. Jerry is providing oversight to Health Department in the absence of a Health Commissioner.

The minutes from February 12, 2015 were approved. 
City Council Report 

Mr. Squires reported no legislative items for the Council meeting that was held on March 4th. The meeting was relatively short; however, Mr. Squires announced one forthcoming item for pending legislation authorizing the Mayor and Clerk of Council/ Finance Director to enter into an agreement with Clark Schaefer Hackett for professional accounting services for audits for year-end 2014 through year-end 2018.  Public Works seasonal expenses were briefly discussed during the meeting; an approximate expenditure for snow/ ice removal including salaries totaled $141,000 as of March 2nd. 
Old Business 

 Mr. Thamann provided an update on staffing for the available positions of Administrative Assistant to the Department of Health and for the position of Health Commissioner. The projected start date for the forthcoming Administrative Assistant, Debbie Boggs is now mid- April.
 Mr. Thamann shared the anticipated timeline for the selection process of a forthcoming Health Commissioner; for which, the Administration has partnered with a recruiting company. Mr. Thamann announced the application/ resume submission deadline for potential candidates for this position is March 16th; the Administration estimates that the selection process should be complete and an offer made to the final candidate no later than May 1st. 
Health Commissioner’s Report
Mr. Thamann reported six public health nuisance complaints for the month of February. No animal bites were reported for the month nor were any new incidents of food violations reported. A total of eight establishments submitted 6- Star applications to participate in the program. A possible situation of an unlicensed tattoo operation within the City of Springdale and the procedure for which the Springdale Department of Health will follow-up in this instance was discussed. 
Public Health Nurse’s Report:
INFLUENZA- Influenza activity is decreasing in Ohio and throughout the U.S. This flu season has been difficult for people 65 and older and children 0-4 years of age.  The flu associated hospitalization rate has been high in both groups. CDC is continuing to urge prompt antiviral treatment for the high risk groups. The chart in the packet shows the number of days since the last confirmed case for Ebola in the region and the number of confirmed cases in the past 21 days as of Feb 14, 2015. The good news is that there are areas of Liberia and Guinea without confirmed cases in greater than 42 days. The areas with the highest numbers of confirmed cases are in Sierra Leone. 

Screening of travelers from Guinea, Liberia, Sierra Leone continues both before passengers are allowed to board the planes and for 21 days after they arrive in the U.S. As of 2/25/15, there are 22 travelers being monitored in Ohio from the following counties: Ashtabula, Clermont, Cuyahoga, Franklin, Hamilton, Medina, Summit, and Warren County. A total of 158 travelers in Ohio are no longer being monitored, as their 21 days are finished. No citizens in the city of Springdale are being monitored at this time.
